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Ta Mok had been placed in military detention center in Phnom Penh until he passed away on
21 July 2006. On Friday 16 November, 2018, the Khmer Rouge Tribunal convicted former senior
Khmer Rouge leaders Nuon Chea and Khieu Samphan of genocide, crimes against humanity
and grave breaches of the Geneva Conventions of 1949. The crimes were committed at various
locations throughout Cambodia during the Democratic Kampuchea period from 17 April 1975
to 6 January 1979. The Trial Chamber sentencing both Nuon Chea and and Khieu Samphan to
life imprisonment.
