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 Talking about experiences during the Khmer Rouge regime is to promote reconciliation 
and to educate children about forgiveness and tolerance.

Learning about the history of Democratic Kampuchea is to prevent genocide.

On June 17, 2010 the Ministry of Education approved a DC-Cam initiative to hang anti-genocide slogans across all high schools in  

Cambodia. These slogans will memorialize the tragedy of Democratic Kampuchea and promote post-genocide reconciliation.
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
